Occasionally it is necessary to review whether all or part of a CWS still
meets CWS criteria. The review procedure is set out below

CWS panel receive request to review /update a CWS
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CWS Panel are provided with evidence of change/ inaccuracy
and reason for review and use this to determine whether any
potential changes are minor or major
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Minor change: e.g. grid Major change: e.g. boundary change needed
ref, parish incorrect, name due to incorrect mapping on ground, significant
change, minor mapping error mapping error or loss/damage to a site
CWS panel approve and CWS panel member(s) assesses and takes
update CWS details appropriate action e.g. re-survey, ground

truthing, desktop mapping check
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Make amendments/deletions. Notify key contacts as
required. Record losses of CWS. Include in annual updates
